Empathize

1. Many UPI payment apps lack a spending limit feature, leaving users without control over their expenses.

2. Transaction history on these apps often lacks categorization by time or components, making it difficult for users to track their spending patterns.

3. Furthermore, the transaction panel fails to present spending in visually intuitive infographics, hindering users' ability to understand their financial habits at a glance.

4. Additionally, the absence of balance notifications means users must repeatedly check their balance to avoid exceeding limits, leading to inconvenience and potential overspending.
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Added an Expense Manager feature to the home page

of the app



Its added right below the transaction history and bank

balance as balance and transactions are generally

checked together.
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1.It displays the account balance at the top of the screen for easy reference.



2. Users can set a monthly spending limit within the range of their account balance.



3. A "Customize" option is available below the spending limit section, leading to a page where users can customize spending categories.



4. The app provides data analytics for spending categorized by month, allowing users to view the past two months' data.



5. Each category in the analytics chart has a spending cap visible, helping users track where adjustments are needed.



6. Total spending in each category is indicated by the numbers at the top of the bar in the chart.



7. Users can scroll sideways on the chart to view more categories, depending on their number.



Note: The analytics chart starts from the date the monthly limit is set and resets to default 30 days later unless a new monthly limit is set.
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1. On this page, users have the ability to both add and remove categories as needed.



2. The app automatically assigns a unique color to each category for analytical purposes.



3. Users can also access detailed transaction records for each category to monitor their spending habits.



4. Each category can be assigned a spending limit, and the total spending limit across all categories must not exceed the monthly limit set on the previous screen.



5. A linear scale visually tracks spending within each category, allowing users to easily monitor their expenses over time.



6. The remaining balance within each category is displayed below the scales, providing users with a clear indication of how much they have left to spend.



7. If the spending limit is exceeded, the category indicator turns red, and the remaining balance is shown in negative numbers to alert users of the overspending.

1. You can easily view transactions categorized separately to gain insights into your spending habits.



2. Transactions within each category will be displayed in green if they fall within the designated spending limit.



3. If a transaction surpasses the category limit, the excess amount will be highlighted in red, while the remaining transactions will remain green.



4. Subsequent transactions that exceed the limit will also be displayed in red, serving as a warning to exercise caution in spending.













Payment Portals
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1. As the user submits the transaction and the payment is being processed, a tile will briefly appear, displaying the remaining balance in the relevant category.



2. The tile's color will change to green if the spending is within the limit. However, it will turn red if the spending exceeds the limit, and the balance will be shown in negative, similar to what is displayed in screen 3.



3. This notification serves as an alert to the user regarding their current spending status and provides guidance for further transactions.
